4. Have you ever thought about the implications of being a spiritual
parent? What are some of the responsibilities of being a spiritual
parent? How do they mirror parenting? How do they differ from
parenting?

5. The Corinthians had a mistaken understanding of “Christian
Freedom.” Where does our Christian freedom come from and how
can we ensure that we don’t use our freedom to glorify the flesh?
