Repentance & Forgiveness

REPENTANCE SCRIPTURE:

Galatians 5:16-26, “'° So I say, walk by the Spirit, and you will
not gratify the desires of the flesh. '” For the flesh desires what is
contrary to the Spirit, and the Spirit what is contrary to the

flesh. They are in conflict with each other, so that you are not to
do whatever you want. 18 But if you are led by the Spirit, you are
not under the law.

9 The acts of the flesh are obvious: sexual immorality, impurity
and debauchery;* idolatry and witchcraft; hatred, discord,
jealousy, fits of rage, selfish ambition, dissensions, factions *' and
envy; drunkenness, orgies, and the like. I warn you, as I did

before, that those who live like this will not inherit the kingdom
of God.

*2But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, forbearance,
kindness, goodness, faithfulness, ** gentleness and self-

control. Against such things there is no law.** Those who belong
to Christ Jesus have crucified the flesh with its passions and
desires. » Since we live by the Spirit, let us keep in step with the
Spirit. % Let us not become conceited, provoking and envying
each other.



I Corinthians 13:4-8, “* Love is patient, love is kind. It does not
envy, it does not boast, it is not proud. > It does not dishonor others,
it is not self-seeking, it is not easily angered, it keeps no record of
wrongs. ® Love does not delight in evil but rejoices with the truth. 7 It
always protects, always trusts, always hopes, always perseveres.

8 Love never fails.”

BENEFITS OF REPENTANCE:
1. Itis an act of changing direction and thinking differently. This

repentant act is to redirect our minds to think like Christ.
2. Repentance is a great gift of God freeing us from the pattern of sin,

shame, and regret.

FORGIVENESS SCRIPTURE:
Matthew 6:12, “'* And forgive us our debts, as we also have
forgiven our debtors.”

I John 1:8-10, “8If we claim to be without sin, we deceive
ourselves and the truth is not in us.  If we confess our sins, he is
faithful and just and will forgive us our sins and purify us from all
unrighteousness. '* If we claim we have not sinned, we make him out
to be a liar and his word is not in us.”



BENEFITS OF FORGIVENESS:
1. We are offered forgiveness and reconciliation with God due to His only
Son Jesus’ life, death, and resurrection.
2. We can experience true life, hope, and freedom today and for eternity.

THE INVITATION: Asyou hear Scripture again, listen for
the Holy Spirit, prompting you about how you should respond to the
practice of Forgiveness both this weelk, and throughout the Lenten
season. Take notes here:
